 Florence Food Share is dependent on your donations 
of food and money.  We work because you care!  Did you 
know that Food Share served 5,775 households 
emergency food boxes from July 2007 to June 2008?  The 
food in those boxes fed 16,296 individuals! 
 Food Share is a part of the network of pantries of The 
Oregon Food Bank and an affiliate of Food for Lane 
County, but they supply less than half of the food we 
distribute per year.  The rest comes from local individuals 
(like you!) and retail donations.  During this same time 
period we received 267,000 pounds of food from local 
donors! 

Food Donation Suggestions 
 Food Share accepts all un-opened non-perishable and 
frozen foods in original packaging.  Perishable foods are 
accepted if they are donated before the “use by” date.  
Sorry, no home canned foods.  If you donate bulk foods in 
10, 25, 50 or 100 pound size, we will break it down to 
family size quantities and distribute it to as many people 
as possible.  We can always use the following items: 
 

Peanut butter, Jelly   Canned Tuna, Salmon, Clams 
Chili & other canned meals  Canned vegetables & fruit 
Spaghetti Sauce and other Tomato products

 Thanks to Rotary First Harvest and the local Florence 
Rotary Club, Florence has an active, growing and 

successful community garden!  
Located at the corner of 2nd 
and Juniper streets, the property 
for the garden is loaned by Rev. 
Ruth Marsh, her husband David 
Armstrong, and Florence United 
Methodist Church.  Currently 
there are 32 garden beds in use 

with room for about another 10 
beds to be added next spring. 
 It is so exciting to see this 
project taking off the way is has!  
Although we didn’t have a long 
hot summer, people have been 
really successful in growing lots 
of veggies in the community 
garden.  Even Food Share has benefited—one gardener 
donated 8 pounds of lettuce.  Amazing!
